Our curriculum is for any follower of Jesus who wants to grow deeper with Jesus as His disciple
and apprentice while becoming equipped to disciple others. Although it can be used by
individuals, we find it is most effective in a small group of believers, committed to maturing in
Christ together. Currently we have over 100 disciple group members and churches engaged with
the curriculum and that number is increasing daily. The curriculum is available at no cost and is
fully downloadable. 

Who is Apprentice of Jesus for? 

Apprentice of Jesus is a 3-year curriculum
modeled on how Jesus trained His
disciples in the 4 Gospels and the Book
of Acts.

It is more than a Bible study,
although the Bible is our primary
text throughout the 3-years. The
curriculum employs a robust Bible
reading plan and Inductive Bible
study. The intended purpose is to
not only grow in knowledge but also
grow in depth of understanding of
how to apply its truths to our lives.
This leads us to becoming more
aware and impacted by how God is
moving in our lives and the world
around us.

How Can I Become a Trained Disciple-Maker? 

It’s important to recognize that a curriculum on its own does not make disciples of Jesus;
trained disciple-makers make disciples with Jesus. Narrow Gate offers training and
equipping for pastors in our Co-Mission Institute  and for individuals through our on-line
cohort, Fundamentals of Disciple-Making. We’re excited to connect with you!

We recommend prayerfully selecting (Luke 6:12-13) a
small group of believers (4-5) who are committed to
growing in maturity in Christ and becoming an
equipped disciple who makes disciples with Jesus.

Having a leader and co-leader creates accountability
and flexibility. It is important that the leader(s) read
through the Apprentice of Jesus Curriculum Overview and
watch the Overview video in advance of meeting as a
group to be prepared to lead the group.

Disciple group meetings can be weekly, or bi-weekly
with a minimum meeting time of 90-minutes. Regular
cadence and attendance are essential for growing
transparency, trust, and accountability. 

Each year of the curriculum has 28 units and is meant
to take approximately 34 weeks. This gives flexibility to
spend more time on a unit or to work on sharpening
disciple equipping skills being learned.  

We suggest in-person meetings, but Zoom capability
allows for out of town, sickness, or other conflicts on
occasion. The point is to keep meeting!

How do I get started and how do I use
this curriculum? 
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Since the curriculum is fully on-line and downloadable, the link to the curriculum and each
unit can be shared with the group in advance so they can be prepared for participation at
each meeting. Embedded within the curriculum are occasional video teachings that are easily
accessible as well. We have intentionally made each unit less than 5 pages (with the rare
exception) for easy printing should group members prefer to have a hard copy of each unit.

Although the curriculum is free and downloadable, there is one small book purchase on the
Great Commission by Greg Ogden. The link and information are included in the assignment
section of Unit 1 in the curriculum. 
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Thank you for your love, prayers, and generosity in supporting our ministry.

We hope this introduction to our Apprentice of Jesus curriculum has been helpful and
encouraging. It is available on our website at no charge. We have invested a lot of time and
